Before Jackie and Tom took the reigns
there was no vocal instruction for singers, so
they brought acclaimed singer Dee Daniels
out to the studio to conduct her internationally
renowned Vocal Clinic. Dee will introduce two
of her revolutionary vocal techniques: The
Rose Breath and The Numbered Activation
Method. With these techniques, she will guide
students to increasing their vocal range,
crossing vocal bridges, and developing good
vocal health, all of which will improve their
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ability to be better communicators and
storytellers through song. Dee's workshops
are informative, inspiring, and fun. There will
be demonstrations, group and individual
singing, and time for questions and answers.

Though scheduling conflicts prevented
Tom from being in the Dwayne "The Rock"
Johnson movie Tooth Fairy, fortune struck
again, and Tom landed a role in the Chris
Columbus (Director of Harry Potter fame)
movie Percy Jackson: The Lightening Thief as
one of the principle villains in the movie. Tom
will also be seen in a small role in Ramona
and Beezus.

Chameleon was recently invited to
participate in the Explorations program at The
Simon Cunningham Elementary School which
was a great success. Explorations is a
program designed to introduce kids to
different industries.
